VOTE EARLY to avoid long lines by absentee ballot or at the local 

Board of Elections Office 

 

 

TAKE YOUR IDENTIFICATION to the polls 

 

   

DO NOT COMMIT AN ELECTIONEERING VIOLATION by wearing 

clothing or other items that promote a particular candidate or 

issue 

 

 

ASK FOR A PAPER BALLOT if the lines are long or you cannot wait 

 

 

ASK FOR A PROVISIONAL BALLOT if you have a problem voting 

 

 

 

Primary Election Day is May 4, 2010 

General Election Day is November 2, 2010
