What not to wear inside the polling location. 

Wearing candidate/issue paraphernalia/garb in polling locations is considered an Electioneering violation.  Any one who appears to vote wearing hats, pins, buttons, stickers etc… on behalf of a candidate or issue will be asked to remove the item or cover it up when they enter the polling location.  Poll workers have been instructed to ask you to conceal or remove the item, and allow you to vote as long as you are a qualified voter.  

Please be prepared to remove, conceal, turn inside out etc… items that promote or oppose a candidate or issue as you enter polling locations.  As long as you comply with the request to conceal your item, and you are otherwise eligible to vote you should not be turned away.
